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Consortium Agreement—Student Authorization

A consortium agreement is required in order to receive financial aid for your attendance at another law school as a guest student.
A consortium agreement establishes that Wayne State University Law School considers you to be enrolled in an eligible degree

program and accepts the credits earned at the "Host" institution as part of your educational program.

The WSU Office of Student Financial Aid will be responsible for awarding and disbursing your financial aid.

Step 1 Complete Section 1. Only required courses or study abroad accepted credits are eligible for federal aid.

Step 3 Return complete and signed form to the Wayne Law Financial Aid Office.
